GOVIND UNIVERSITY at RAMGARH, Jharkhand promoted by RADHA GOVIND SHIKA
SWASTHYA TRUST, RAMGARH, GOUSHALA ROAD, VIKASH NAGAR, RAMGARH
(Registration No. 2555/30 dated 19.08.2013) andotdfer the status of a Private University thereon
and for the matters connected therewith and in¢ce&déereto;
